
1. The Club shall be called “Burgess Hill Cricket Club”, hereafter called the “Club”.

2. The affairs of the Club shall be conducted by the elected members of the Committees as defined by each Committee’s terms of reference.

3. The duties of the Secretary shall be to attend all meetings of the Executive Committee, record the minutes and issue notices of their meetings. The secretary shall receive the correspondence of the Club.

4. The duty of the Treasurer shall be to receive monies, make all payments and keep accounts of all such receipts and payments.

5. The Annual General Meeting of the Club shall be held in November of each year, or exceptionally another date as the Executive Committee may decide, when reports and accounts for the past season shall be submitted to the members of the Club. At this meeting the following officers shall be elected by the assembled members, subject to a minimum of 15 members being present, Chairman, Vice Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary, Fixture Secretary, Chairman of Selectors, Team Captains, Grounds man and Colts Manager. Any general business matters shall also be discussed subject to the Chairman’s agreement.

6. The Chairman of each Committee shall have a casting or deciding vote.

7. The Annual Subscription and Match Fee shall be decided at the AGM. The subscription of new members shall be due immediately on being elected to the 

Club. Existing members subscriptions shall be paid in full at the start of the season and no later than the 1st June of that year. Match fees are to be paid on the day of each match and any members with match fees outstanding for more than 2 matches will also be ineligible for selection. Any member with subscriptions or match fees outstanding from the previous season shall be deemed to have left the club and shall not be re–elected until all outstanding arrears have been paid.

8. Members are also to abide by the Club’s Code of Conduct and adopted disciplinary rules as per the ECB Model Rules of Discipline Procedures for both league and non-league matches accordingly as amended by the Club. (A copy is available in the Clubhouse or by request from the Secretary).

9. The Executive Committee is empowered to fill by invitation, until the next AGM, any vacancy that may occur on any of the committees and shall have the power to make such rules from time to time as it deems expedient for the government of the Club subject to a minimum of 5 committee members being present.

10. No member of a Burgess Hill Cricket Club team shall in any match leave the field until the conclusion of the game except with the Umpire’s permission.
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
