
Dress Code
The standard of dress code for all players is normal cricket whites inclusive of, white cricket shoes and white socks or official coloured clothing. All Club playing shirts and tracksuit tops should display the club logo and if applicable the sponsors logo.

Coloured logo T-shirts, football shirts, non-white trousers etc. will NOT be acceptable.

This dress code should be strictly adhered to at all times when representing Burgess Hill Cricket Club on match days or on any other occasion where the wearing of cricket whites would be deemed appropriate to the event.

For training and coaching purposes plain white shirts /T-shirts and plain tracksuit bottoms and trainers is acceptable unless advised otherwise.

Player’s Conduct
It is the duty of all players to conduct themselves, at all times, in a manner appropriate to the laws and reputation of the game of cricket. Any conduct on or off the field of play that brings into disrepute the reputation of the game itself or Burgess Hill Cricket Club will NOT be acceptable.

Violence and Bad Language
There is no place for any act of violence or bad language on or off the field of play

Bullying and Harassment
Burgess Hill Cricket Club operates an anti-bullying and harassment policy. It is the duty of all club members, team managers, coaches and players to adhere to this policy and not involve themselves in behaviour that undermines this policy.

Team Selection
It is the responsibility of all players to understand and respect the decision of the manager, coaches and captain regarding team selection.

Team selection policy and roles within the team, will be based on: - player ability, form, and availability, the importance of the fixture and the likely strengths of the opposition.

There is no guarantee that a colt will be selected for any matches, however the Club will endeavour to accommodate as many players as possible during the season.

The club will always try to provide team members with as much notice as possible regarding match/team selection. This will be done through the normal channels of communication as applicable to each team. 

Arrival Times
It is the responsibility of all players to be punctual in their attendance to all Burgess Hill Cricket Club fixtures. It is the responsibility of all players to give as much advance notification as possible to team managers and or team coaches of any difficulties a player may have with proposed match involvement, transportation, attendance times or any other cause of concern regarding fixture attendance. It is NOT acceptable to: just not turn up, turn up late without prior notification, or withdraw from any fixture without giving the team management sufficient notification time to locate a replacement.

Ground Organisation
It is part of the game of cricket that there is some preparation work for both matches and practices and similarly there is also some clearing away afterwards. All club members, inclusive of colts in all age groups are expected to arrive at HOME fixtures in time to help prepare the ground for the game. No pre-game practice or activities will take place until all preparations are complete.

On completion of all HOME fixtures it is the responsibility of all players to assist with clearing away and confirming with the manager and or coach that it is acceptable to leave. Do not assume that just because a parent or guardian is waiting to collect a colt after any event that this is an acceptable reason for any colt to leave before clearing up has been completed.

Visiting Teams
All teams visiting Burgess Hill Cricket Club venues shall be treated with respect, courtesy and fair play. All players will welcome visiting teams, to Burgess Hill Cricket Club. Visiting teams shall be invited into the clubhouse for refreshments before Burgess Hill players.

Whilst fielding, Burgess Hill Cricket Club players will applaud the opposition’s batsmen when entering and exiting the field of play. The team will also gather together at the end of the opposition’s innings and not leave the field of play until the opposition batsmen have done so.

Whilst Burgess Hill Cricket Club teams are batting those Burgess Hill team players not batting will gather together at the boundary edge and or with the team coach and offer encouragement and support for their colleagues out in the middle. Players will not involve themselves in shouting discouraging statements or any words of derision.

On completion of all matches Burgess Hill Cricket Club players will shake hands with all members of the visiting team inclusive of managers and coaches as well as the match officials.
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
